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1. The T.S. authority shall review the necessity of providing CC side protection walls and
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examine the possibility of substituting these CC walls with dry rubble masonry walls and
RCC belt as stipulated in Government Circular No. 64/2021/Fin dated 05/08/2021,

2. Scarification of the existing bituminous layer or dismantling of the flexible pavement shall
be limited strictly to severely damaged stretches and portions requiring gradient correction;

3. The scarified or dismantled pavement layers, if any, shall be reused below the GSB layer
as sub-base or in the shoulders with proper compaction. The TS authority shall ensure
that  proper accounting of reusable/serviceable  materials  obtained  from
scarification/dismantling is maintained;

4. Provisions for shoulder concrete, berm concrete, Irish drains, etc., shall be permitted as
shoulder protection only in gradient sections and curves, with minimum widths as 50 CM. In
other reaches such as utility line corridors, parking areas, paved shoulders, etc. concrete
paver blocks of suitable grade and thickness over a GSB layer shall be provided wherever
necessary;

5. The competent T.S. authority shall ensure the admissibility and justification of all provisions
included in the estimate with respect to actual site conditions prior to issuing the Technical
Sanction.

6. The T.S. authority shall ensure the correctness of nomenclature, working chainages, and

the chainages of various provisions.
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
